One way to show support was to provide them with safe accommodation in a recreational centre owned by one of our brothers from the Order, Piotr Sobolewski the Commander of the Kujawsko-Pomorski Commandery, in the town of Oćwieka (the commune of Gąsawa). He is also supported by our Vicar of the Priory, Prelate Wojciech Przybyła who is the Director of Caritas of the Diocese of Bydgoszcz.

Thanks to the Grand Master's personal involvement, we received funds from the Priories across Western Europe and the USA. Both the first and the second instalment of the funds received were used to bring good to those who found shelter under the wings of the Order. 

The donations were used to purchase, among other things, clothes and footwear, cleaning and personal hygiene items, food and groceries. They were also used to pay for medical appointments and essential medication. Easter celebrations and a community picnic were also paid for from the donations.

It is not easy for the refugees to live away from their homeland, but we are doing everything we can to help the Ukrainians staying in Poland forget about the cruelty of the war and give them hope of returning to their homes.

As the Grand Prior, I am proud of the members of the Order who, either through financial support or through personal actions, fulfil the Order's mission of helping those in need.

On behalf of myself and our Ukrainian guests, I would like to express my special thanks to Your Excellency for your expressed care and pro-active support, thanks to which the refugees' stay in Oćwieka is more joyful and allows them to forget about the cruelty of the war.
